Greatest risk on non-primary A roads

Little or no reduction in deaths & serious injuries

Å High risk roads for motorcyclists

25% fatal & serious collisions involve a motorcyclist

Greatest risk on scenic and coastal routes

Risk of death 30 times that of car occupants
