CYCLING

IHIE recognises and values the importance of cycling within a safe, integrated and sustainable transport environment and hence,

· accepts the need to increase the model share of cycling

· supports the development of the National Cycle Network

· supports the National Cycling Strategy

· supports the development of recreational cycling facilities, more cycling provision in towns and a safer infrastructure for cycling and walking

· will encourage more safe cycling routes for leisure, work and to schools

· believes road safety and cycle training should be in the schools National Curriculum

· supports better integration of cycles and public transport with secure facilities for cycles.

Actions

IHIE will

· encourage forums (within IHIE, at Branch and national level and externally)

· lobby government for resources, where the opportunity arises

· review IHIE Professional Review and other documents to introduce integrated transport concepts (M&Q Ctte)

· check that Road Safety NVQs refer adequately to cycle training in schools and check TVG NVQs when reviewed

· enhance environmental issues in the Professional Review (M&Q Ctte)
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
